2.2 Language

All papers must be written in English. Please thoroughly proof-read your paper and pay attention to correct spelling and grammar.

2.3 Abbreviations and acronyms

Define abbreviations and acronyms the first time they are used in the text, even if they have been defined in the abstract.

2.4 Page numbering

Please do not add page numbers.
2.5 Font size and typeface
Follow the font sizes used in this template document and summarised in Table 1. Times New Roman is the preferred font, except for Arial as section and sub-section headings.

Left- and right-justify the columns. Make the lengths of the columns on the final page equal. Please check spelling. Automated hyphenation is permitted.

Figures and tables

2.7 References

Number equations consecutively with equation numbers in parentheses flush with the right margin. Symbols in your equation should be defined before the equation appears or immediately following.
